We are looking for an enthusiastic, dedicated and committed individual to support the Head of Studios and take a lead managing the whole facility on a day-to-day operational basis during a busy production hire period.  
The post-holder will need an understanding of health & safety, facilities management and customer service, plus some knowledge of studio operation and the film and TV production industry.

1. Work closely with The Northern School of Art - Finance, IT and Facilities departments to co-ordinate action. 
1. Implement suitable commercial processes and documentation (supplier contracts etc.)
